	Outline of Camp rules for Caretakers:

· A brief summary of the Caretakers’ presentation includes:

· Water is safe to drink, is filtered from the holding tanks, middle bench in the kitchen has better water to drink as it gets a second filter at the tap too. Don’t drink the water from the hose/s.

· Keep shoes on in the kitchen for safety reasons. 

· Also for safety reasons, do not use kitchen as a thorough-fare to toilets.

· People should only be in the kitchen if they have a job in there

· Commonsense applies to all activities whanau want to do such as:

· Flying fox, bush walks, mud slide. 

· These activities do not require an instructor. 

· A “R.A.M.S” – Risk Analysis Management System – applies for potentially dangerous, or more strenuous activities / courses people may want to try such as:

· ‘Low Ropes’ at end of the compound grassed area.

· Swimming which has its own precautionary rules and guides, wetsuits are OK to use, there are deep parts in the swimming area, and a guide rope is strung across the main swimming part, plus another one outlining the paddling area for tots. 

· Ropes and throw-bags are used for rescue in the water.

· Climbing wall, abseilling, kayakking, orienteering, tubing.

· These courses require an instructor.  

· The “R.A.M.S” rules are attached to these minutes (hard copy).  NB. They require a signature if whanau members are going on courses requiring an instructor.

· And YES – liquor is allowed!  But the usual whanau rules apply:

· NO – extreme behaviour, like No drink driving, No drink swimming, No drink abusing! No drink violence! etc.

· Self catering means self cleaning – (what we always do as whanau anyway!).

· There are bugs galore – watch the lights, some are necessary at night.

· There are heaters on automatic timers we will check closer to the time whether those will be needed over Xmas?!

· Rubbish is collected in plastic bags and placed in the jumbo bins supplied

· Xmas tree on site can be supplied.

· Whanau members will supply a marquee, pergola tent, stand-alone chiller for drinks.
